The project should be geared toward the human body.

Examples may include reaction time studies, variations of the stroop effect, the effects of standing, sitting, lying down on the pulse rate (this is ok since it is not invasive and does not pose any danger to the subject; no stressful physical activity can be involved), using Snellen Charts to test visual acuity, vision near-point (accomodation) in various subjects of different ages, memory studies, effectiveness of sunscreen (no human/animal subjects),

· Begin planning now.
· Keep it simple.

Dont's
* Do not spend money to complete this project unless you choose to do so (There a         are many ways to do this without incurring an expense.)
    * Do not experiment on any type of vertebrate (animal that contains a backbone)...including Nemo or his cousins, your pet cat, your brother's hamster, your dog, Fido or his playmate, your best friend's boyfriend, your neighbor, cousin, parents, etc. 

There are a few exceptions to thE “NO VERTEBRAE EXPERIMENTATION” rule.
If the project involves the Special Senses i.e. reaction time, visual perception, audition, tactile sense, etc.

    * Do not (or ask anyone else to) lick, taste, drink, eat, or swallow anything!
    * Do not use ANY type of caustic or flammable liquid such as, but not limited to, bleach, ammonia, gasoline, charcoal lighter, battery or pool acid, etc.
    * Do not use any open flames, grills, microwaves, ovens, stovetop, hot plate, space heaters, candles, etc.
    * Do not drive or operate any type of vehicle (automobile, ATV, motorbike, etc. as a part of your experiment.
    * Do not observe, extract or test any body fluid including, but not limited to, saliva, tears, sweat, urine, etc.
    * Do not climb on rooftops, swim (or go near) canals, lakes, streams, or rivers, etc. as a part of completing this project.
    * Do not submit yourself or anyone else to radiation. No microwave use for experiment.
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
