Referee/Umpire/Line Judge 
Responsibilities
	

-The game is called by a Referee, an Umpire, and two line judges.

-The Referee calls the game from a platform that elevates their head two to three feet above the net.
· The referee is the head official
· Makes all final decisions
· Lines team up at the end line to start the first game
· Blows whistle for each serve or dead ball
· Grants a teams request for a timeout or substitution
· Gives a visible signal for each loss of rally/point, violation, penalty, replay/reserve, and end of game and change of courts.
· Determines illegal hits
· Determines the alignment of players on the serving team at the moment of the serve
· Determines screening of players by the serving team
· Determines net fouls
· Determines violations in the serving area
· Determines back-row player fouls
· Determines double fouls
· Determines the number of hits by a player and a team
· Determines the ball in play and dead ball
· Determines loss of rally/point
· Blows the whistle and signals for end of game, directs players to their end line, and then directs them to either switch sides or shake hands
· Do the coin toss at the beginning of a match and then right before the deciding game if necessary



-The Umpire stands on the floor opposite the referee, outside the sideline boundary, and back from the pole.
· The umpire assists the referee by ruling upon situations outside of the referee’s view
· Mirror the referee’s signals for each loss of point/rally, violation, or replay reserve
· Assist the referee by making sure a whistle is blown for each dead ball
· Determine the alignment of players on the receiving team at the moment of the serve
· Determine net fouls on both sides of the net
· Determine hand foot fouls at the center line
· Determine back row player fouls
· If requested by the referee, conduct the coin toss prior to the deciding game.

-Line judges shall stand near the intersection of the left sideline with the end line and move so they have a clear view of both the end line and the sideline.
· The line judge shall determine at the moment of contact for the serve whether the server touches the end line or the floor outside the lines marking the width of the serving area
· Indicating when the serve, or any played ball, crosses the net outside the net antennas
· Indicating whether the ball landed inbounds or out of bounds on any line for which the line judge is responsible
· Indicating when a player touches a ball that is going out of bounds on the player’s side of the net
· Communicating with the referee when asked if the ball touched the ceiling or any other overhead obstruction
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
