Tests/Quizzes:
Tests will be given after each chapter has been completed and will be worth 100 points each.
You will be informed about a week prior to the test being given. We will review before each
test. As per district policy, students will be allowed two days for each dagf excused
absenceto make up any missed work or testsTests not made up in the allotted time wil
result in a zero. It is the responsibility of the studentto arrange to make up all missed work.



Make-up tests will be given after school each Thursday in my room (267). Quizzes will be given
occasionally and will be worth 50 points each.

Homework:
It is your responsibility to complete all homework in the section that is covered each day.
Although homework will not be collected, homework quizzes will be given at the beginning of
each class period. These quizzes will be short (2 or 3 questions) taken directly from the
homework and will be worth 10 points each. In the case of an excusedabsence, no make-up
homework quizzes will be given, but the next quiz will count double.

Participation/Classwork:
Each quarter you will begin with 105% participation grade. Each time you are not properly
wearing your ID badge, are unprepared, chewing gum/eating food/drinking, not on task you will
lose five percentage points. Classwork will be worth 5 points per day. Each day you choose not
to do classwork and stay on task, you will earn a zero.
