TESTS DURING PREGNANCY

· Chorionic Villi Samplng: a small piece of membrane is removed from the chorion (a layer of tissue that develops within the placenta) to check for chromosomal abnormalities.

· Amniocentesis: Is done after 16 weeks of pregnancy, to check the amnion fluid of the fetus to check for chromosomal abnormalities (amnion is fluid which has cells from the fetus)

· Ultrasound: a test that can be done at any time during pregnancy. It reflects sound waves off the body’s inner organs and bones to produce a picture of the organs and bones on a screen.

· Apgar Test: given to the baby immediately after birth, to determine an infants physical condition. Five areas are considered:

1. appearance or coloring

2. pulse

3. grimace or reflex irritability

4. activity

5. respiration

Any difference from the normal response is cause for further testing.

Complications during pregnancy

· Miscarriage

· Stillbirth
