All performances, class participation, tests, quizzes, and assignments will be weighed 
equally but some will be worth more points than others. 
 
Class participation will be 10 points a day. The points will be added up weekly, taking 
the sum x 2 out of 100 points.  
 
Daily Procedures

2. Do not get out instrument until instructed to do so. 
3. Have all materials prepared for rehearsal. 
 
Class Rules

participation
