 Home Tool Box Assignment

Assignment: You are to research on line the different types of tools that would be used at home for most all around do- it- yourself projects.   This could include home repair projects like installation of new plumbing fixtures, assembly of small tables and furniture, common home repairs, simple electrical repairs, preventive home maintenance, attaching or assembling wall shelves, installation of hurricane panels. You may work with one partner or research this by yourself. 

Your assignment needs to be completed by the end of the week and have all sections finished so it may be turned in for grading.  This will include: #1. a list of tools in your Tool Box and  #2.  Home Project plan sheet.  Grading will be bases upon accuracy of research, participation and completion of all sections, neatness and overall appearance.

First, you will need to generate a list of 40 tools that will go into your home toolbox.  The types and kinds of tools you list will be needed to complete the home repairs that most knowledgeable homeowners can do on the weekends.  Use the Tool Box Spread sheet from the teacher web page to complete the section on the tools name and description with an average price for the tool. You will need to research this information with the labs computers using the internet. 

 Tools can be thought of in job categories like:

1. Sawing and shaping



5. Measurement and lay out
2. Tightening and loosen fasteners


6. Plumbing
3. Drilling and boring




7. Holding and clamping
4. Electricity or electrical



8. Safety
After you have written down the tools name (power or hand tools) on the spreadsheet form you will be asked to describe what the tool is used for and the dollar value to purchase the tool. So you will get to go shopping and spend some money. Most tools should last a life time so do not be cheap, buy a brand name or a tool that has a guarantee for replacement if broken or damaged.  You will need to total the cost of all the tools in your tool box using Auto Sum option.
Second, you will need to choose a future make-believe home project that you would like to do on the weekend with your new tools. It can be something that needs fixing or repair in your home, a project that will upgrade the value of your home like installing new light fixtures, maybe a closet makeover with new shelving or cabinets for new clothes/shoes.  Use your imagination, the sky is the limit. 
You will need to complete a Project Objective Plan Sheet, see the teacher web page. This will include the name of your home project, the tools you will use during the project (make sure you listed them on your tool box list), a description of what the project procedure is and the steps involved to complete it. Also an estimate of the money you will need to spend for materials and supplies for the things you bought at the home improvement store in order to do the project. Wow….this sounds great. I can’t wait to see what you come up with for your home project.  Good luck and have some fun learning about some new uses for your tool box.
