1)      Incomplete work (in any manner) in which the assignment has been thoroughly covered in class WILL NOT 
         RECEIVE A GRADE  past the FIRST WEEK of the semester, as all “issues” should have been worked out 
         by then.
         Students are RESPONSIBLE for attempting and completing all assignments – in-class work, homework, 
         projects, labs, etc. -  ABSOLUTELY NO EXCUSES AND NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED
2)      As everything is thoroughly covered in class, students are RESPONSIBLE for their own notes, study guides 
         and test preparations, and for making their own corrections to assignments covered in class
3)      Late work will NOT be accepted past the due date given, for any reason.  PERIOD.
         It is crucial for students to learn both time management and work ethics with regards to completing tasks 
         within the allotted time.  These are important life and professional skills which must be fostered and 
         mastered.
         **Per School District Matrix, students have a TWO-DAY WINDOW ONLY  for making up assignments and
            Exams missed for EXCUSED ABSENCES ONLY.    This two-day window includes the first day back from 
            an excused absence.
         Students are responsible for making their own arrangements for this, to ensure they have fulfilled their 
         makeup requirements within the allotted time period.   The responsibility is on the student;  Ms. McDade 
         WILL NOT approach, remind, nor pursue the student regarding any missed assignments or exams.
4)      Daily assignments and class itinerary with all due dates are available online via the Monarch High School 
         website, www.monarchknights.com,  Teacher web pages, Science, McDade, Subject area (Integrated 
         Science) and thus accessible 24 hrs, 7 days a week.
         Students who are absent for ANY reason are responsible for accessing the information on the website 
         and keeping up with the assignments they are missing.  They are expected to know the material on the 
         day of their return to class.
5)      WEEKLY quizzes and/or exams weigh HEAVILY on the students’ GPA, as do all work expected to be 
         accomplished (and corrected) on their own, such as homework assignments, lab write-ups and projects.
6)      HOMEWORK IS ASSIGNED AT LEAST 3-4 TIMES A WEEK and impacts the course GPA.

7)      Ms. McDade is available every morning before school begins (at least by 6:00 am) and most afternoons, for 
         assistance, clarification of assignments, makeup work, or other guidance.   Students may feel free to either 
         drop in or, preferably, make specific date/time arrangements with Ms. McDade should they have questions 
         or require additional assistance.   Therefore, there is NO ACCEPTABLE EXCUSE for not receiving any 
         additional help or for making up exams or assignments within the district-mandated time period.
8)      ATTENDANCE IS CRUCIAL TO SUCCESS !!!!!
         This is an intensive course, which requires keeping up with and building foundations throughout the 
         ENTIRE semester.
         FCAT, BAT and PSAT test days are SCHOOL DAYS, and FULL classes will be held on those 
         days.
         Students ARE NOT EXCUSED from class and will receive a ZERO GRADE for assignments missed those 
         days.
9)      ***NO FOOD, DRINKS, CANDY, MINTS, GUM CHEWING OR DRINK BOTTLES OF ANY KIND 
         ALLOWED IN CLASSROOM.   Combing of hair, applying make-up or perfume, assignments for another 
         class, doing previous homework assignments, CELL PHONES, IPODS, and defacing school textbooks or 
         property, and littering are also not tolerated.
