4. Now you are ready for practice.  Each day you are at the Teen Biz rotation, you will complete that day’s activity first (all 5 steps) and then login to the Number2 site.  Spend a few minutes on each section:  start out on the WORD OF THE DAY, then check out the QUESTION OF THE DAY.  Go next to the VOCABULARY BUILDER and complete 5 -10 words (fill out your Personal Word Log) before moving on to the ACT practice test questions.

How to Use the Vocabulary Builder 

Here's how it works:  when you click on "show me some new words," you'll be given a word with five possible definitions. Simply click on the one you think matches the word at the top. Unlike the rest of the tutorial, you don't have to click "Submit Answer" here: your answer is submitted as soon as you click on a bubble. If the answer is right, you'll get another word. If your answer is incorrect, then the word you chose will be crossed out and you'll see the word that DID match the definition you chose. Then you get another chance to find the correct definition.

Each time you get a word right on the first try, that word will be stored for later review. Once you get a word right, you have to wait a day before you can review it: this ensures that the word is in your long-term memory. Try making a sentence of your own using the word to help you remember its definition. (Keep a Personal Word Log of words you had difficulty with but also make a list of those you got correct. I will give you extra credit for showing me your log every week with 5-10 words per session – date each session.)  Reviewing these words works the same as learning new ones, with five answer choices. If you get the word right on your first try a second time, then that word goes into your list of Words Mastered. The more you visit the Vocab Builder, the more words you will master, and most likely this will translate into higher scores on the big test. So jump right in and start expanding your Vocabulary. You can do it!
