Course Content:
Algebra 1B is a course designed to develop the algebraic concepts and
processes that can be used to solve a variety of real world and mathematical
problems. The content shall include, but not be limited to: structure and
properties of the real number system, including rational and irrational
numbers; algebraic notation including exponents, square roots, radicals,
absolute value, and scientific notation; varied means for analyzing and
expressing patterns, relations, and functions including words, tables graphs,
sequences, linear and quadratic equations, and inequalities; polynomials and
operations with polynomials; coordinate geometry and graphing of linear and
quadratic functions and inequalities; data analysis concepts and techniques
including introductory statistics and probability; and varied solution
strategies for linear and quadratic equations and for systems of equations.

Classroom Expectations: Everyone has the ability to learn; when you enter the
classroom it is expected you will be ready to do so. Proper behavior and a polite
attitude are also required. Be positive, do your very best, and ask me for help when
needed.

You will be asked to stand if you
repeatedly do so. If you are not feeling well during class, please see me.

*Any rule violations will result in removal from the classroom, student conferences,
detentions, parent involvement, and administrative referrals (IS/ES).
